SUBJECT:  
This document contains local requirements pertaining to the acceptance and testing of commercial hood extinguishing systems within this jurisdiction.


PERSONNEL AFFECTED:
  Any contractor, building owner, business owner or inspector involved with the installation of a commercial hood extinguishing system within this jurisdiction.

PURPOSE: To provide uniform guidelines for the testing and acceptance of commercial hood and extinguishing systems within this jurisdiction.

GENERAL STATEMENT:  Nothing in this policy/procedures shall be in conflict with the Municipal Code of the City of Steamboat Springs, the Personnel and Administrative Regulations Manual (PARM) of the City of Steamboat Springs or the laws of the State of Colorado.
PROCEDURE: Any installation of commercial hood extinguishing systems within this jurisdiction shall be tested in accordance it’s specific listing and/or with the following procedure, allowing the inspector to witness the system operating as it would in a true activation, minus the extinguishing agent.

PROCEDURE: Testing shall consist of the following:

1. Manual pull activation

2. Fusible link activation

3. Flow to nozzles

4. Verification of nozzle protection including hood above filters, exhaust ducts and coverage of each appliance.

5. Verification of electrical shunt, gas valve shut off, shunt of make-up air.

6. Verify that exhaust air remains operational after activation.

7. Verification of alarm activation.

Either the manual pull activation or the fusible link activation shall be conducted with a test canister as to allow the inspector to witness the system operate as it would during a true activation, without dispensing extinguishing agent, and/or the system shall be test according to the manufacturers listing.
