1.3. Form-Based Codes (FBCs) are often based on the concept of the Transect, which suggests that places can be
organized in varying degrees of intensity, from least urban at the rural edge, to most urban at the center. The
Transect is very apparent in most historic communities throughout the United States, including Steamboat
Springs, and has become an important and highly effective tool for organizing and implementing New
Urbanism. The Transect will be used to organize the intensity of development at Steamboat 700, ranging
from “T2” at the rural edge, to “T3” at the level of residential neighborhoods, to “T4” at neighborhood

centers, to “T5” at locations suitable for mixed-use, regional development.
