This is a 1.5-story wood frame rectangular-shaped dwelling.  It is supported by a low, unpainted, concrete 

foundation, and its exterior walls are clad with painted pale red color horizontal wood siding.  The house is 

covered by a moderately-pitched front gable roof, with metal roofing material and with painted white rafter ends 

exposed beneath the eaves.  A red brick chimney is located on the roof ridge.  The house's symmetrical façade 

faces toward Maple Street on the south elevation.  Here, a stained brown solid wood door, enters the center of the 

façade from a small, 4' by 4' wood porch.  This 4-step porch features a wood floor, two painted white 4" by 4" 

wood supports, and a gable roof.  A white metal-paneled door, with one upper sash light, enters the north (rear) 

elevation from a small rear porch which is covered by a shed roof also supported by two painted white 4" by 4" 

wood posts.  All of this dwelling's windows have painted white wood frames and surrounds.  The façade wall is 

penetrated by two 4/4 double-hung sash windows flanking the entry door and by a 4-light window in the upper 

gable end.  Three 1/1 double-hung sash windows penetrate the east elevation.  The west elevation is penetrated 

by one 1/1 double-hung sash window, a single-light fixed-pane window, and a 1x1 horizontal sliding window.  The 

north elevation is penetrated by two 1/1 double-hung sash windows, and by a set of paired two-light windows in 

the upper gable end.

35. Historical background:  

Routt County Assessor records indicate that this house was built in 1938.  Efforts to uncover information about 

its owners and residents, through sources at the Tread of Pioneers Museum and through online historic issues of 

the Steamboat Pilot newspaper, have not been successful.  The property's address (78 Maple Street) is not listed 

in Steamboat Springs' telephone directories for the years 1956, 1961, 1965, 1970, 1980, 1988-1989, 1996, and 2003.  

The residence, thus, apparently did not have telephone service during those years.  It is likely that the modest 

house has served as a rental or as a small vacation home throughout much of its history.  John S. Wood is the 

current owner.  He has held title to the property since September of 1987, according to Routt County Assessor 

records.

This dwelling is historically significant for its association with Steamboat Springs' residential development dating 

from the time of its construction, circa 1938, and it is also architecturally significant as a representative example 

of a modest vernacular wood frame front gabled dwelling.  Displaying a high standard of integrity, the house 

conveys a clear sense of its historic and architectural significance.  As such, it may be considered eligible local 

landmark listing in the Routt County Register of Historic Places.  The property's historic and architectural 

significance is not to the extent that it would qualify for individual listing in the State or National Registers.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This house displays an overall high standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as 

defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic 

Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.
