21. General architectural description: 

The residence at 637 North Park Road consists of an L-shaped, cross-gabled dwelling, with an attached shed-

roofed garage addition at the south end of the east elevation.  The main L-shaped portion of the house measures 

32' N-S by 30' E-W, while the garage addition measures 13' N-S by 21' E-W.  The extant dwelling, including the 

garage addition, features a nearly square plan which measures 32' N-S by 32' E-W.   The 1½-story dwelling is 

supported by a low concrete foundation, and its concrete block walls are covered with pale blue color stucco.  

Painted pale blue horizontal weatherboard siding appears in the upper gable end at the south end of the west 

elevation.  The house is covered by a steeply-pitched cross-gable roof, with red asphalt composition shingles, 

and with painted white rafter ends and a fascia board exposed beneath the eaves.  A gabled dormer is located 

near the east end of the south-facing roof slope.  A red brick chimney is located at the base of the south-facing 

roof slope, above the shed-roofed garage addition.  Another, short, metal-clad chimney is located near the west 

end of the roof ridge.  The home features a variety of window openings, covered by exterior wood storm 

windows, and with painted white wood frames and some with decorative wood shutters.  A stained natural brown 

solid wood door, with three stepped upper sash lights, and covered by a wood screen door, enters the east 

elevation from an open 4' by 4' porch.  This porch has a concrete floor, two painted white 4" by 4" wood posts, 

and a gable roof.  A glass-in-wood-frame door, covered by a painted pale blue wood screen door, enters the west 
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end of the south elevation from an open porch/ deck.  This porch/deck is approached by three wooden steps, and 

features a wood plank   

floor, three painted white 4" by 4" wood posts, and is partially covered by a shed roof.  A painted pale grey 

vertical wood plank overhead garage door, with a single vertical wood plank door inset within it, enters the 

attached garage addition at the south end of the east elevation.

23. Landscape or special setting features: This house is located on a spacious lot at the southwest corner of 

North Park Road and Park Avenue.  A minimally-maintained planted grass yard, with mature landscaping 

features, surrounds the house.  

24. Associated buildings, features or objects: 

Shed 

A small wood frame shed, which measures approximately 8' by 6', is located near the rear southwest corner of the 

property.  This building is supported by a wood timbers on grade foundation, its exterior walls are clad with painted 

pale blue horizontal weatherboard siding with painted white 1" by 4" corner boards, and it is covered by a shed roof.  

The roof is covered with wood shake shingles, laid over 1x wood decking and 2x wood rafters.  The rafter ends are 

painted white and are exposed below the eaves.  A wood-paneled door enters the shed's north elevation, while a 

single-light fixed-pane window penetrates the east elevation.

29. Construction history: 

Routt County Assessor records list 1946 as this house's year of construction; however, oral information passed 

down to its current residents holds that the house was moved here from Mount Harris, probably in the late 1950s.  

The most likely scenario may be that one wing of the house was built here circa 1946, and the other wing was 

moved here from Mt. Harris circa 1958.   Located east of Hayden, Mt. Harris was founded as a coal mining town  

in 1914, and was home to miners and their families who were employed at three area mines: the Mt. Harris Mine, 

owned by the Colorado-Utah Coal Company, which operated between 1914 and 1958; the Wolf Creek Mine, which 

was opened by the International Fuel Company in 1915, and was later operated by the Pinnacle-Kemmerer Coal 

Company; and the Wadge Mine, which was operated by the Victor American Fuel Company between 1917 and 
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1958. Mt. Harris was a complete and vibrant town. In addition to houses for miners, business owners, and others, 

Mt. Harris also boasted an extensive number of businesses, a post office, boardinghouses, hotels, a community 

center, offices for the mining companies, and other improvements. All of the town's buildings were sold at 

auction in 1958, and either razed, or moved to nearby towns. This house at 637 North Park Road, may be one of 

several former Mt. Harris houses which were moved to Steamboat Springs in the late 1950s and early 1960s.    

The county assessor records indicate that the attached garage addition was built in 1962, along with the covered 

porch.

Routt County Assessor files indicate that a residence has existed at this location since circa 1946, although, 

some portion of the extant dwelling may have been moved here from Mt. Harris at a later date.  Mountain States 

Telephone and Telegraph directories list Ed Russold as this home's occupant from the early 1960s to the early 

1980s.  More recent Assessor records reveal that Kenneth and Sandra Keating, currently of Oxford, Connecticut, 

have owned this home for the past quarter century.  They purchased it from James J. Williams and Larry J. 

Sanzenbacher in May of 1983.

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42. Statement of significance: 

This property is historically significant for its association with Steamboat Springs' residential development dating 

from the time of its construction, circa 1946.  The house is somewhat architecturally significant for its gabled-L 

plan, which may be a result of one of its wings having been moved here from Mt. Harris.  The property's historical 

and architectural significance is not to the extent that it would qualify for individual listing in the National 

Register of Historic Places or in the State Register of Historic Properties.  Due to a loss of integrity, the property 

may also be considered ineligible for listing in the Routt County Register of Historic Places.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This property displays a less than stellar level of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as 

defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society - setting, location, design, materials, 

workmanship, feeling and association.  The original, circa 1946, gable-roofed house was probably joined by 

another gable-roofed building moved here from Mt. Harris circa 1958, creating an L-shaped house.  These two 

gable-roofed elements are, therefore, both over fifty years old.  Garage and porch additions, and a gabled dormer, 

were built onto the L-shaped house in 1962, thus, the appearance of the extant building dates to 1962.  An overall 

impression of how this building appeared during its early history is for the most part no longer present.
