A painted

white wood-paneled front door, with a fanlight, and covered by a brown metal storm door, enters the

Street. The west half of the front yard is planted in grass, while the east half is landscaped with wood
chips. The entire front yard is nicely landscaped with numerous aspen trees, low native plants, and
flowers. An asphalt paved driveway extends from the street to along the east side of the dwelling. The
paved alley between Missouri and Logan Avenues is at the rear of the property to the north.

35. Historical background:
The Crawford Addition where this house is located was platted by James H. Crawford in 1902. As
platted, the Crawford Addition encompassed lots and blocks on Hill Street, Spruce Street, Missouri
Avenue, Logan Avenue, and Park Avenue, between Laurel Avenue and North Park Road. Crawford and
his wife Margaret built the regionébés first permanent <cabir
Steamboat Springs. Residential development in the neighborhood occurred over an extended period of
years, generally from the southeast to the northwest. This dwelling was erected circa 1964, and has
served as a single family residence from that time to the present. Duane E. Drew, who is listed at this
address in the 1965 Steamboat Spri esgleméwntresilemtpbeonise di r ect or )
Roberts lived here in the 1970s, followed by Aldis Klumker during much of the 1980s.

A popular Routt County resident, Aldis Lyman Klumker was born near Toponas, Colorado on December
3, 1920, and died in Fruita, Colorado on January 26, 2002. Klumker (baseball) field at Howelsen Park is
named in his honor. The oldest son of William and Grace (Bruce) Klumker, Aldis grew up in rural Routt
County, in the Toponas and Yampa area. He had three siblings: a brother Louis, born circa 1923,
another brother William, born circa 1929, and a sister Peggy, born circa 1936. William Klumker, Al di s o
father, died in 1939, at just 42 years of age, survived by his widow Grace, and four children. A year later,
the 1940 census records the Klumker family as residing in Yampa, with Aldis, then age twenty,
supporting the family as a farm laborer. In 1942, he enlisted in the U. S. Navy and subsequently served
in the Pacific Theater during World War Il. Aldis was married three times. On March 19, 1950 he was
married to Virginia Dietrich. They later divorced. On September 12, 1959, he married Edith More. The
disposition of that marriage is unknown. On March 8, 1984 he married Beatrice (Betty) Louise Thomas.
Throughout the 1960s and 1970s Aldis owned and lived at 35 5" Street in Steamboat Springs. He then
owned and lived in this house during the 1980s. He subsequently moved to Fruita, Colorado where he
lived until his death in 2002.

Between October 1989 and June 1992, this property was owned by Larry L. and Wendy O. Brooks. They

sold the property on June 8, 1992 to Marian J. Marti. A native of Cheyboygan, Michigan, Marian Marti

came to Steamboat Springs 1980s, to ski and to experience the mountain lifestyle. She fell in love with

all that Steamboat has to offer and has never left.
