General architectural description:

This single-story commercial building is located near the center of the 800 block, on the northeast side of Lincoln
Avenue, in downtown Steamboat Springs. It measures 25' NW-SE (across) by 97' NE-SW (deep), with a
symmetrical fagade which fronts directly onto the wide concrete sidewalk paralleling Lincoln Avenue on the
southwest elevation. A stained brown glass-in-wood-frame door, with flanking sidelights and a transom light,
enters the center of the fagcade from within a recessed entryway. Large single-light fixed-pane storefront display
windows, set in dark brown metal frames, flank the entry on both sides. The windows are enframed by red brick
columns at either end of the fagade, by red brick rowlock sills, and by a continuous red brick soldier course lintel
The upper facade wall is also made of ared brick veneer, laid in running bond. The uppermost part of the facade
wall forms a segmental-arch-shaped parapet, with a sandstone keystone and springers, which extends above the
flat roof. A wooden signband, advertising the "Moose Mountain Trading Company," is affixed to the upper fagade
wall, centered over the entryway. The building's northeast (rear) elevation is clad with stained dark brown
vertical wood siding. A concrete loading dock, or outside storage area, on the rear elevation, is excavated to
approximately two feet below grade, and is covered by a flat roof. A painted brown steel utility door enters the

southeast end of the rear elevation.

Landscape or special setting features:  This building is located near the center of the 800 block, on the
northeast side of Lincoln Avenue, in downtown Steamboat Springs. The Cantina restaurant at 818 Lincoln
Avenue abuts this building on its southeast elevation. Paradise Found of Steamboat at 824 Lincoln Avenue abuts

this building on its northwest elevation. An asphalt paved parking area extends behind the building to the alley.

Construction history:

Routt County Assessor records list 1918 as this building’s year of construction. Sanborn Insurance maps and
Steamboat Pilot articles, however, indicate that at least some portion of the building was constructed circa 1909.
The 1911 and 1920 Sanborn maps both depict a small building on the west half of Lot 10. Both maps depict the
building as divided into two spaces. On the 1911 map, the larger east space is labeled "Barber" and the smaller
west space is unlabeled. On the 1920 map, the larger east space is also labeled "Barber" while the smaller east
space is labeled "Off." (Office). Further, a retrospective article published by the Steamboat Pilot in 1916 appears
to indicate that this building was constructed sometime prior to that date. A very small wood frame building is
partially shown in a circa early 1920s historic photo of this block. The extant building, however, seems
somewhat larger than the one in the photo. Thus, it is probable that the original building was significantly
enlarged, or perhaps almost entirely rebuilt sometime after the early 1920s. County Assessor records indicate
that more recently, the facade was remodeled circa 1976 and again in the late 1990s or early 2000s.

Historical background:

Sanborn Insurance maps, early issues of the Steamboat Pilot, and historic photos, indicate that this building was
initially constructed circa 1909, and that it was probably enlarged or substantially rebuilt sometime after the early
1920s. Its earliest known use was as Walter Brotherton's Barber Shop. Oral sources in Steamboat Springs have
indicated that Charlie Eckstein's barber shop was located here in later years, possibly from the mid-1920s to the
late 1930s or early 1940s. An advertisement in the August 16, 1922 edition of the Steamboat Pilot indicates that
the "Eckstein and Lawlas Barber Shop" was then located in the Schaefermeyer building (on the south side of the
800 block of Lincoln Avenue).

Oral sources (interviewed for previous surveys) also indicate that Pat McGill's sporting goods business was in
this building for a time, followed by Del's Jewelry by the mid-1950s. Telephone directories for Steamboat Springs
list Del's Jewelry at this address from 1956 to the early 1970s. Del's later moved across the street, to the
DelHaute Building at 837 Lincoln Avenue where it remains in business today. In more recent years, this building
has been home to the Columbine (insurance) Agency (mid-1970s - early 1990s), Reidman Insurance (mid-1990s to

circa 2000), and the Moose Mountain Trading Company.

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42. Statement of significance:
This building was historically significant for its associations with Steamboat Springs' commercial development
through the first half of the twentieth century. It was also architecturally notable as an example of a small, early
1900s, single-storefront commercial building. The building's level of significance in these regards was probably
not to the extent that it would have qualified for individual listing in the National Register of Historic Places or in
the State Register of Historic Properties. Moreover, due to a loss of integrity, at the present time, the building

also appears ineligible for individual local landmark designation.

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance:
This building displays a below average standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as
defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic
Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association. Although it appears
very well-maintained, the fagade has been altered and modernized to the extent that little evidence of the historic

building is now apparent.
