21. General architectural description: 

This building consists of a small, single-story, log dwelling, with a large two-story addition to its south (rear) 

elevation.  The original rectangular-shaped dwelling is supported by a low painted dark brown concrete 

foundation, and its exterior walls are made of stained dark brown whole logs with lapped corners.  Te small 

original dwelling is covered by a moderately-pitched front gable roof, with metal roofing material, and with 

stained brown rafter ends and a painted cream white fascia board beneath the eaves.  An enclosed gabled porch, 

which measures approximately 4' by 8', is located at the west end of the north elevation (façade).  A glass-in-

synthetic frame door enters the enclosed porch from a concrete stoop.  A stained brown wood-paneled door 

leads from within the porch into the house's interior.  The original house's windows are entirely single and paired 

3/1 (ribbon style) double-hung sash with painted cream white wood frames and surrounds.  The large two-story 

addition to the south elevation is supported by a low concrete foundation, and has stained dark brown whole log 

exterior walls with lapped corners.  The addition is covered by a moderately-pitched front gable roof, with metal 

roofing material, and with stained brown rafter ends and a painted cream white fascia board beneath the eaves.   

A balcony is recessed under the addition's rear southeast corner, above the rear entry.  The addition's windows 

are primarily 1/1 double-hung sash with painted white wood frames and surrounds.

Landscape or special setting features: This property is located on the south side of Missouri Avenue in the 

block between Laurel and Grand Streets.  A gravel parking area is located in front of the dwelling, and a gravel 

driveway extends along the east side of the house.  A planted grass side yard is located west of the house.  The 

backyard is enclosed by a wood privacy fence.

Routt County Assessor records list 1943 as this house's original year of construction.  This date is plausible 

given the original small dwelling's Rustic style and overall appearance and condition.  A number of Rustic style 

homes were built in Steamboat Springs beginning in the late 1930s, but mostly in the 1940s.  Routt County 

Assessor records also indicate that the two story addition to the historic dwelling may date to 1975.

35. Historical background:  

Routt County Assessor records indicate that this small Rustic style dwelling was erected in 1943.  Efforts to 

uncover information about its past owners and residents has proved largely unsuccessful  This address is not 

listed in Mountain States Telephone and Telegraph directories, and later Mountain Bell telephone directories, 

from the mid-1950s to the early 2000s.  The dwelling, thus, perhaps served primarily as a vacation home, without 

telephone service, or was perhaps associated with an adjacent property during some years.  The property is 

currently owned by Marian Stewart of Boulder.  Routt County Assessor records indicate that she purchased the 

property in September of 2007.

Due to a loss of integrity, this building may be considered ineligible for local landmark designation, and ineligible 

for individual listing in the State and National Registers.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This property exhibits a below average level of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as 

defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic 

Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.  The integrity of the 

historic single story dwelling has been compromised by the construction of a large two-story rear addition.  A 

sense of time and place of a modest one-story early 1940s Rustic style dwelling is no longer intact.
